Cafe worker

Loads baggage and other 
cargo onto and off aeroplanes.

Aircraft marshaller

boarding passes.

Check-in staff

They lead the pilot to the  
correct parking bay using hand 
and arm movements.

This person signals to the pilot 
to keep turning, slow down, 
stop, and shut down 
engines. 

Flight attendant

A member of the air crew and 
employed by the airlines to 
ensure the safety and comfort 
of passengers during a flight.

Baggage handler

Serves food and drink to  
passengers waiting inside the 
terminal for the arrival or  
departure of flights.
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
